What’s your birth right? Answer: Intimacy with God
How does God see you?
How do you see yourself?
Who are you believing God or yourself?
Do your words and your actions align with how God sees you or how you see yourself?
What needs to change about how you’re living your life in view of who God says you really are?

Christians are often in a hurry to get to heaven but God wants us to bring heaven to Earth!
Jesus asked, "Who do you say that I am?"He was establishing identity
Matthew 16:13–20 (NKJV) 
Revelation of the Person of the King
13 When Jesus came into the region of Caesarea Philippi, He asked His disciples, saying, “Who do men (The crowd) say that I, the Son of Man, am?” 
14 So they said, “Some say John the Baptist, some Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one of the prophets.” 
15 He said to them, “But who do you say that I am?” 
16 Simon Peter answered and said, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” 
17 Jesus answered and said to him, “Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah, for flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but My Father who is in heaven. 
Revelation of the Church
18 And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock (this revelation of who I am) I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. 19 And I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.” 
20 Then He commanded His disciples that they should tell no one that He was Jesus the Christ. 

Identity is the key to everything
When you know who you are then you know how to live and how to relate to those around you regardless of whether they are friend or foe.
Jesus received 4 different answers about who he was. Some said John the Baptist, Elijah, Jeremiah or one of the other prophets.
The world has misunderstood Gods identity
Church is to be full of people who know who they are in heaven and live that out on earth
The example of blind Bartimaeus who threw his coat aside.
Mark 10:46–52 (NKJV) Blind Bartimaeus is Healed
Matt. 20:29–34; Luke 18:35–43
46 Now they came to Jericho. As He went out of Jericho with His disciples and a great multitude, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the road begging. 47 And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” 
48 Then many warned him to be quiet; but he cried out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” 
49 So Jesus stood still and commanded him to be called. 
Then they called the blind man, saying to him, “Be of good cheer. Rise, He is calling you.” 
50 And throwing aside his garment, he rose and came to Jesus. 
51 So Jesus answered and said to him,  “What do you want Me to do for you?” 
The blind man said to Him, “Rabboni, that I may receive my sight.” 
52 Then Jesus said to him,  “Go your way; your faith has made you well.” And immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus on the road. 
Blind Bartimaeus identity is transformed to healed- seeing  Bartimaeus. The one who got healed the one who sees

When people know your true identity then they have to act accordingly
There are many distorted images of who Jesus is. The church is called to reveal who God really is.
A negative personality is filled with fear of man, has a victim mentality and to self conscious
A positive personality has a healthy self awareness, trust God and is willing to take risk
Jesus declares who he is in Luke 4 as He reads Isaiah 61
Isaiah 61:1–11 (NKJV)
The Good News of Salvation
61		“The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon Me, 
	Because the LORD has anointed Me 
	To preach good tidings to the poor; 
	He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, 
	To proclaim liberty to the captives, 
	And the opening of the prison to those who are bound; 
2	To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, 
	And the day of vengeance of our God; 
	To comfort all who mourn, 
3	To console those who mourn in Zion, 
	To give them beauty for ashes, 
	The oil of joy for mourning, 
	The garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; 
	That they may be called trees of righteousness, 
	The planting of the LORD, that He may be glorified.” 
4	And they shall rebuild the old ruins, 
	They shall raise up the former desolations, 
	And they shall repair the ruined cities, 
	The desolations of many generations. 
5	Strangers shall stand and feed your flocks, 
	And the sons of the foreigner 
	Shall be your plowmen and your vinedressers. 
6	But you shall be named the priests of the LORD, 
	They shall call you the servants of our God. 
	You shall eat the riches of the Gentiles, 
	And in their glory you shall boast. 
7	Instead of your shame you shall have double honor, 
	And instead of confusion they shall rejoice in their portion. 
	Therefore in their land they shall possess double; 
	Everlasting joy shall be theirs. 
8	“For I, the LORD, love justice; 
	I hate robbery for burnt offering; 
	I will direct their work in truth, 
	And will make with them an everlasting covenant. 
9	Their descendants shall be known among the Gentiles, 
	And their offspring among the people. 
	All who see them shall acknowledge them, 
	That they are the posterity whom the LORD has blessed.” 
10	I will greatly rejoice in the LORD, 
	My soul shall be joyful in my God; 
	For He has clothed me with the garments of salvation, 
	He has covered me with the robe of righteousness, 
	As a bridegroom decks himself with ornaments, 
	And as a bride adorns herself with her jewels. 
11	For as the earth brings forth its bud, 
	As the garden causes the things that are sown in it to spring forth, 
	So the Lord GOD will cause righteousness and praise to spring forth before all the nations. 
God had to put Moses  in the Rock as He showed Him His Goodness because Gods goodness will burn up everything that is not of Him
Jesus said its better that He go so that the Holy Spirit can come and live in (anoint you)
Jesus said He who has seen me has seen the Father
We are being conformed to the persona or nature of God

Luke Chapter 1 Gabriel speaks to Zacharias about John's persona and identity
Your identity gives you
1) Legal authority over the enemy
2) Permission  to overcome every obstacle
3) The right to rule and establish peace wherever you are.
God gives us prophecy because He wants us to know who we really are
When God gives you a word He is going to relate to you according to that word for the rest of your life
Everything comes to your identity; you cannot become aligned with heaven until you align yourself with how God sees you.
You and the Lord are incompatible and God does not change
Some of you are living in your personality rather than your persona (which is how heaven sees you) 
Your resources for the future are wrapped up in your identity
David received his identity as king when Samuel  anointed him as king.
When David steps up to fight Goliath He is already knowing he is king so he can’t die yet so one of us is going to die today and its not going to be me.
Gideon becomes a mighty man 
God ignores every things Gideon says to Him and says never the less I will be with you.
The worst thing you know about your self is irrelevant in heaven
You have to begin to agree with God in your words and thinking because this is who you are
Your negativity about who you are is ruined by what God says about you
David became king in his way of thinking before he was known on earth as king
Joseph became ruler of a nation and a father to the Pharaoh
Ester became queen
Peter became Gods spokesmen to many
When you find out who you are in heaven you have to repent and change your way of thinking on earth till it aligns with what heaven thinks of you
Your understanding of your identity controls how fast you can move ahead in the spirit.
When the shaking begins that which is not rooted and grounded in Christ love will be exposed because God wants to get rid of it. Be excited when things are shaken because that which is not of God is going to fall off.
Your inheritance can only come to your identity, God supplies you not just to meet your needs but to fulfill your identity
Pharaoh was seen as God by himself and all of Egypt 
God said to Moses “see I have made you as God to Pharaoh”
Unless you see it you cannot become it
 Isaiah 60:4 (NKJV)
4	“Lift up your eyes all around, and see: 
	They all gather together, they come to you; 
	Your sons shall come from afar, 
	And your daughters shall be nursed at your side. 
God is not reluctant to bless you, but you have to ask according to your identity.
When you can see your identity then you can see the resources attached to it.
You are here for such a time as this. Start to agree with whom you are in heaven and heaven will open to you.
God is shaking your negativity because he wants to get rid of it. He has dealt with your past and its dead now get rid of it.
The answer to your past is living out your future
Who has God said that you will become
Accountability is about calling you up to who you really are not condemnation. You can’t do that because that’s not who you really are. That’s not who you are, this is who you really are. That's how the body of Christ needs to see and relate to one another. 

Only your true identity can glorify God.
Jesus as a man said if you have seen me you have seen the father.
False humility and passivity are signs of a religious spirit.
Learn to step into you identity and abide in it.
Peter declared you’re the Christ and Jesus says yea and you’re not Simon your Peter and I will give you the keys to the kingdom and the Gates of Hell will not prevail against it.
We must declare “this is who I am and walk in it”
You have to catch up with how heaven sees you.
The prophetic ministry is “Let there be" proclaiming what God is doing, saying about yourself and others what God is saying about you.
