The Mission of the Kingdom
1)Purpose- Jesus’s purpose and ours is all about the kingdom of God.
 Luke 4:43 NKJV
43 but He said to them, “I must preach the kingdom of God to the other cities also, because for this purpose I have been sent.”

Jesus declared that the purpose for which he had come was to declare the kingdom of God.

1 John 3:8 NKJV
For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.

 

John 18:37 NKJV
37 Pilate therefore said to Him, “Are You a king then?” Jesus answered, “You say rightly that I am a king. For this cause I was born, and for this cause I have come into the world, that I should bear witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.”

Luke 5:9 NKJV
9 For he and all who were with him were astonished at the catch of fish which they had taken; 10 and so also were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid. From now on you will catch men.”

Living out God's kingdom means overcoming fear, fear of failure, fear of man, fear the enemy, fear of death, fear of loss. When we overcome these things and live in faith. There is nothing that can stop God's people.

1 John 4:18 NKJV
18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who fears has not been made perfect in love.
Jesus will build his church, and he will finish the work that he began in you. Do not be afraid.

4) God is willing and wanting to partner with us.

Luke 5:13 NKJV
13 Then He put out His hand and touched him, saying, “I am willing; be cleansed.” Immediately the leprosy left him.

Luke 7:23 NKJV
23 And blessed is he who is not offended because of Me.”

 

Offenses can destroy the church and cause doubt and fear to rise up within God's people. Offenses are one of the enemy's greatest works and tricks against us. We must make a choice not to be offended, because offenses will come. Other offenses in your life you need to deal with.

Luke 7:28 NKJV
28 For I say to you, among those born of women there is not a greater prophet than John the Baptist; but he who is least in the kingdom of God is greater than he.”

9) Beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and the Sadducees.

Matthew 16:6 NKJV
